News in Brief

Precept
Once again no increase has been made to this Parish

Council’s precept for 2016/2017. The precept is the par-
ish council's share of the council tax. The precept de-
mand goes to the billing authority, the Borough Council,
which collects the tax for the Parish Council. The
'Precept' is converted into an amount per Council Tax
Band that is added onto the Council Tax bill.

Grant Applications

In November 2015 this Parish Council awarded grants
to: Newport Cottage Care Centre (£300), West Telford
Visually Impaired People Group (£300), Friends of Tel-
ford Town Park (£200) and Donnington Friendship
Club (£100). If you want to know if your group or organ-

Muxton Notice Boards

It is expected that the two notice boards to be located
one by Saltwell’s Drive play area and one at Marshbrook
Way play area will now be installed toward the end of
March.

Donnington War Memorial
The Parish Council has agreed to contribute toward the

cost of regularly cutting the grass throughout the cutting
season at the War Memorial, Wrekin Drive, Donnington.
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Community Access Public Defibrilla-
tor (CPAD)

This Parish Council has recently §
purchased a CPAD which will be £S5
installed on an external wall at the B&g
public toilets, Hawthorn Road,
Donnington. At the May Day Summer
Festival the Council hopes to raise
enough money to have one installed
in Muxton.

Muxton Ball Court

Planning permission has recently been granted to install
a new ball court on land adjacent to Brands Meadow. It
is hoped that the work will be completed in time for the
school summer holidays.

Giotto Mural
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Consultations are taking place to try and get the Giotto
mural situated between Wellington Road and Field-
house Drive, Muxton renovated. It is hoped to get the
local schools and college involved in the process. Over
time the mural has deteriorated and tiles have fallen off
and become broken. The mural was erected to celebrate
the Giotto Rockets mission to Halley’s Comet.

Weight Restriction, Wrekin Drive/St George’s Road

The Weight Restriction for Wrekin Drive/St George’s
Road, Donnington is currently progressing through the
list of borough wide TROs and is the next TRO to be
drafted by Telford & Wrekin Council. It is anticipated
that the proposed Order will be advertised by the end of
February.

Quiet Lane Status

An automatic Traffic Counter has recently been installed
on Muxton Lane from Muxton Cottage to Muxton
Grange Cottages collecting the requisite data to ascer-
tain if the top end of the road can be designated as a
“Quiet Lane”. The device is located further along Mux-
ton Lane than the previous survey as the lower part of
the road did not meet the required criteria.

News in Brief (Continued)

Speeding Wellington Road, Muxton

Due to conflicting views of residents living along Wellington Road, Muxton with regard to speeding vehicles, this
Council will consider canvassing affected residents to gauge opinion in principle on the Parish Council’s suggestion
to install physical traffic calming measures on Wellington Road. The most appropriate measures used on a through
road such as Wellington Road are road narrowing (chicanes) and/or road cushions that provide a vertical deflection
to influence vehicle speeds. If consultation is agreed, then the Parish Council will only seek informal views at this
stage to decide whether or not to take this suggestion further. Any progression of a scheme would be subject to avail-
ability of funding and the outcome of further consultation on a detailed proposal with residents and other interested
parties such as emergency services should this go forwards for consideration.

Donnington library and the Lifelong Learning Centre (LLC)

As a result of further savings having to be made by Telford & Wrekin Council, it has proposed to close a number of
libraries which includes Donnington library. Other savings could result in changes to, or closure of, the Lifelong
Learning Centre. The Parish Council is currently working with the Borough Council and discussing various options
to try and keep these buildings open and/or maintain the facilities provided by them. Consultations are at an early
stage with further information required as a result of suggestions made. The Parish Council intends to keep this as
an agenda item for discussion at all of its forthcoming Parish Council meetings. Progress can be monitored by fol-
lowing the minutes from the meetings published on the Parish Council’s website www.donningtonmuxtonpc.org

Christmas Festival
